February 2007 and the working bees for the Lantern Festival on 2 - 4 March 2007. 
Proceeds from the latter two events will be used for subsidizing our contingent to 
Dunedin for the 2007 NZCA Easter Sports Tournament for which training will 
commence in late January. 
 
A new initiative is the NZCA Chinese Youth Leadership Camp being held at Willow 
Park Camp, Eastern Beach on 11 – 16 February 2007 and is for NZCA members from 
throughout NZ aged between 18 and 30 years. Please refer to the enclosed flyer for 
further information. The Auckland Branch will be sponsoring 20 or more youths for this 
special camp.
